GENERAL INFORMATION TO THE BIDDERS


1. Objective
Karnataka Food and Civil Supplies Corporation Limited invites online Tenders for appointment of Transport contractor for Dakshina Kannada district for the  transportation of Paddy from Procurement Centers to Rice Mills And Coarse grains from Procurement Centers to state Storage Points under MSP operations for Kharif Marketing Seasons 2024-25 and 2025-26. 

2. Scope of Work:

TRANSPORTATION OF PADDY FROM PROCUREMENT CENTRES TO RICE MILLS AND COARSE GRAINS FROM PROCUREMENT CENTERS TO STATE STORAGE POINTS UNDER MSP OPERATIONS FOR KHARIF MARKETING SEASON 2024-25 AND 2025-26.


A. Transportation of Paddy
i. Procurement Centres to Rice Mills
ii. Transportation of Gunny Bales from Railway Goodshed /Storage points to Procurement Centres &Vice Versa if applicable.

B. Transportation of Coarse Grains from 
i. Procurement Centres to State Storage Points


C. After lifting the stocks from procurement centres, the concerned official of the purchase centre will issue a delivery order/Truck Chit/Stock Outward Slip, which contains weighment particulars of grains, number of bags and quantity. These documents have to be signed by the contractor or his authorised representative and the contractor shall transport the food grains from Procurement Centers to the State Storage Points/Rice mills as directed by the official at the purchase centre and receipt is to be obtained from the official in charge of State Storage Points /rice mills. While transporting the stocks if any difference is found in the weight weighed at purchase centre and at State Storage Points / Rice Mills (receiving centre), the cost of the difference quantity will be deducted from the transportation bills of the contractor.
D. It is the responsibility of the transport contractor to obtain proper acknowledgment for the quantity and quality of paddy delivered to rice mills/state storage points and coarse grains delivered to state storage points. This acknowledgment shall be attached to the bills when claiming transportation charges. In cases where it is not possible to transport the stocks on the same day from the purchase centre, the contractor is responsible for safeguarding the remaining stocks against theft and natural calamities.
E. As a part of compliance to DFPD’s, Minimum Threshold Parameters (MTP), KFCSC intends to implement GPS vehicle tracking effective from KMS 2024-25. The GPS tracking will track movement of MSP Procured (Paddy/CMR, Ragi & Jowar) stocks to prevent any diversion. Further as per DFPD instructions, the GPS tracking should be integrated with FIST-MSP Portal. In order to effectively integrate GPS tracking for all districts, all the three procuring agencies i.e KFCSC, KSCMF and KSAMB shall procure the GPS devices from a common vendor at their own cost and get devices installed in all the vehicles used by the H&T contractors for transporting MSP procurements. The transport contractor is required to have functional GPS devices installed on all vehicles, to ensure compliance with the GPS Vehicle Tracking System implementation.
F. The cost of GPS i.e one time procurement and installation (CAPEX) and monthly/annual operational cost (OPEX) shall be deducted from transporter bills at the time of making the payment to the transporter. At the end of H&T contract period, the GPS devices shall be handed over to the transporter. 
G. The Contractor is required to provide the necessary number of vehicles at the premises of the procurement centres in accordance with the movement order issued by the District/ Branch Manager of the Procuring agency.
H. The contractor shall ensure that trucks are equipped with tarpaulins laid on the floor prior to loading the stocks. Once the trucks are loaded, the contractor shall cover the stocks with tarpaulins in good condition and ensure their safe and secure transportation.
I. The contractor shall be held responsible for any theft, damages occurring at the procurement centres caused by the hamali workers employed by the contractor. The procuring agencies shall bear no responsibility for any injuries sustained by the contractor’s workers at the procurement centre/storage point during course of their work employed by  the transport contractor.
J. The bidder shall be solely responsible for obtaining and maintaining all necessary documentation related to the contract, whether statutory or non-statutory, including those required by the RTO, police, local authorities, Dept. of Labour and any other relevant entities. All clearances required for the smooth execution of the contract shall be arranged by the bidder at their own expense.
K. If the L-1 bidder fails to undertake the transportation work, the authorities reserve the right to cancel the L-1 bidder's contract and make alternate arrangements at the risk and cost of L-1 bidder. 
L. All charges, taxes, duties, cess, fees, expenses, tolls, and any other costs incurred in executing the assigned work shall be the sole responsibility of the bidders.
3. Volume of Work:

A. KFCSC does not guarantee any specific volume of work or any particular pattern of service at any time or during the contract period. The mere inclusion of any item or work in this contract does not confer upon the contractor the right to demand that all or any portion of such work be exclusively or necessarily entrusted to them.
B. If the contractor is required to perform any MSP related activity/service in addition to those specifically outlined in the contract, will be paid at the awarded rates, only.


C. ROUTE OPTIMIZATION
i. The KFCSCL is implementing route optimization in Karnataka state, so as to minimise the transportation expenditure. In such case, if the transportation from Procurement centre to Rice Mills and of Coarse grains from PC to State Storage point is stopped, then the contract will automatically come to an end for which transport contractor is not entitled to demand/receive any type of loss amount or cannot initiate any legal proceedings against KFCSCL.
ii. In case of inter-district transportation of stocks, that is,  if the Procurement centre is tagged to a Storage Point of the neighbouring district, the Procuring district transport contractor shall undertake the movement from the Procuring district to the receiving district, however the payment will be restricted to the lowest approved rates between the source and receiving districts.
iii. In case, If the paddy/coarse grains transport Contractors of both Source district and receiving district fail to take up the Inter District paddy transportation at the lowest approved rate, then the concerned MD, KFCSCL shall make Inter District Transportation arrangements duly recovering the cost at Double the rate (considering the lowest approved rate among the Source district and receiving district) from the paddy/coarse grains transportation bills /Security Deposit amount of the Paddy/coarse grains transportation Contractor of the receiving District.

4. Minimum eligibility criteria:
The bidders shall meet the following minimum eligibility criteria to participate in this tender:

A. The Bidder shall have a total turnover of Rs.50,00,000/- (Rupees Fifty Lakhs Only) or more in any one of the immediate preceding 5 financial years, as certified by a Chartered Accountant. 
B. In the case of a partnership firm, an attested copy of the registered B extract, along with insurance, emission test certificates, and permit, shall be provided.If the Tenderer is a partnership firm, there shall not be any re-constitution of the partnership without the prior written consent of the Corporation till the satisfactory completion of the Contract, failing which the Contract shall be forthwith liable for termination treating it as breach of Contract by the Contractor with consequences flowing there from including a 2-year ban.
C. The bidder shall not employ trucks of more than 15 years old during the execution of contract. The bidder is required to provide a certificate from the Road Transport Authority/ Competent Authority.

E. Atleast 10% of vehicles’ should be Owned vehicles, remaining trucks can be provided on hired basis. Details of the trucks owned by bidders should be provided in the Form III A.  In case of hired vehicles, the bidders should furnish the details of hired vehicles in the Form III B.  The bidder should furnish hire agreement with the owners for a minimum period of two years, which shall be curtailed or further extendable as necessary, as per the discretion of Managing Director, KFCSC,Bangalore. 
F. Trucks booked under any contravention of the provisions of Essential Commodities Act, 1955 /diversion cases and or other trucks owned by the same proprietors are not eligible for hiring. Bids that do not include vehicle details, copies of Vehicle RC books, or valid RTA permits shall be summarily rejected.
G. Successful tenderers may use their own vehicles, as well as any hired vehicles for the transportation of food grains. They may engage additional vehicles as needed, subject to prior approval from the relevant District Manager.
H. In the event of a contract extension, the contractor shall provide a hire agreement for hired vehicles  covering the extended period.
I. The bidders are expected to have other facilities such as manpower and extra trucks etc, to ensure the smooth execution of the assigned work. If, at any stage, the authorities determine that the bidder is unable to meet the tender obligations, they reserve the right to cancel the award without compensation and may procure similar services from alternative sources on terms it considers appropriate at the risk and cost of the Contractor. Any losses incurred by the Procuring agencies due to such cancellations will be recovered by revoking the Earnest Money Deposit (EMD)/Security Deposit/BG. Additionally, the bidder shall be blacklisted/debarred for a period of two years, and information regarding this action shall be communicated to the relevant Government Departments. 
J. Tenderer should have experience of Transportation obtained from Manufacturer, PSU /Govt Dept. / Public Ltd Company/ Private Limited Company dealing in the field of Food grains,  Sugar, Coarse grains or similar products”.
K. Bidder should have performed in the immediate preceding five financial years from the bid due date the relevant work of the value as under (the experience of running contract should also be considered): 
i. At least 25% of the estimated contract value, in one single contract in one Financial Year 
OR 
ii. 50% of the estimated contract value, in multiple contracts in one Financial Year OR 
iii. 75% of the estimated contract value, in single/ multiple contracts irrespective of Financial Year.
“Where the estimated contract value of Handling & Transport contract is less than Rupees Fifty Lakhs, Bidder without the requisite experience as mentioned above may also participate subject to providing an undertaking that an additional performance Guarantee in the form of Bank Guarantee of 10% of the contract value from `Scheduled Commercial Bank` notified by RBI (excluding all Urban/ Rural / State Co-operative banks and Gramin banks) will be given, if selected.”


L. Bidders may submit offers for a maximum of 4 (four ) districts with their own or hired trucks. Work orders will be issued to the district where the bidder has quoted the lowest tender rates, subject to approval of tender rates by SLC. Bidders applying for more than one district shall offer separate set of own vehicles for each district. If the same owned Vehicles are offered for multiple districts and the bidder is the lowest in more than one district, the corporation reserves the right to select the district for which the bidder will be confirmed as the lowest after completing the e-tender process.
M. If a successful bidder is found to be participating in more than four districts, their candidature will be restricted to only four districts as determined by KFCSC, without further consultation.
N. Awarding of contract for a bidder will be for a maximum four  districts, subject to the fulfilment of condition in clause 4 (K).  
O. The bidder shall submit Income tax returns for any three financial years of the immediate preceding five financial years( 2019-20 to 2023-24 FY’s). Additionally, attested copies of the Balance Sheet, Profit & Loss statement, and Audited Report of Income tax must be provided for the period for which ITR is provided.
P. The bidder shall submit an affidavit stating that their Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) and/or Security Deposit have not been forfeited by any government or public sector undertaking for breach of contract.
Q. The bidder shall provide a Transportation Experience Certificate cum Satisfactory Certificate issued by the competent authority of the concerned organisation only for the transportation of MSP stocks, food grains or any other food products from the relevant procurement agency, state or central government organization or designated officials, addressing the following requisite points:
a. The contractor is not involved in any diversion case.
b. Food grains were transported within the stipulated time frames without any delay.
c. Sufficient vehicles were arranged throughout the contract period.
R. The bidder shall provide a clearance certificate from the relevant designated officials a certificate from the Deputy Commissioner / Joint Director (Food) / Deputy Director (Food) from the districts in which the bidder has worked in the past three years confirming whether the existing transport contractor or firm has been blacklisted in any previous years. The bidder shall also enclose the work experience as reflected in FORM-II, demonstrating successful completion of transactions.
S. In the event of a single bid for a particular district, and if a bidder becomes the lowest (L1) for more than one district, the decision to award the contract or recall the tender will be at the sole discretion of the Managing Director subject to necessary approvals from SLC.
T. In case if the multiple bidders/tenderers have quoted the same lowest allowed price for the contract, the L-1 selection amongst the bidders shall be based on the immediate preceding three financial years  average highest  turnover of the firm.
U. Every tender shall be accompanied by an affidavit, sworn and signed before a Notary on stamp paper of appropriate value stating that the tenderer has no past or present criminal record with the police, vigilance, or the civil supplies department.
V. Providing false or misleading information in this regard will result in appropriate actions which may include cancellation of candidature, termination of contract, forfeiture of SD/EMD and invoking of BG, blacklisting/debarment of the firm for two years etc.
*Attested copies of the above documents need to be enclosed along with technical bid.


5. Disqualifications:

A. Trucks owned/hired by the bidder shall not have been involved in any proceedings before any court/forum for contravention of provisions of the Essential Commodities Act, 1955, filed either by the Food Department or any other government department within the state or country. In this regard, the bidder must submit an affidavit to this effect, along with a certificate from the Deputy Commissioner / Joint Director (Food) / Deputy Director (Food) from the districts in which the bidder has worked in the past three years.
B. Bidders who have been blacklisted or debarred by KFCSC, Food Corporation of India or any government department or public sector undertaking are not eligible to participate. In this regard, the bidder must submit an affidavit to this effect, along with a certificate from the Deputy Commissioner / Joint Director (Food) / Deputy Director (Food) from the districts in which the bidder has worked in the past three years.”
C. Rice Millers Associations, Rice Mill Lorry Owners Associations, and food grain wholesale or retail dealers and/or their representatives or associates, are prohibited from participating in the tenders. However, registered Lorry Owners Associations in the district are eligible to participate in the tenders, provided they submit an undertaking from the elected President of the Association confirming that none of its members belong to any Rice Millers Lorry Owners Association. Additionally, the President or General Secretary of the Association shall provide an affidavit stating that none of the listed lorry owners are involved in any civil or criminal cases, or violations of the Essential Commodities Act, 1955. The minimum number of vehicles required in the name of an individual or partnership firm applies to the association as a whole. The owners of the vehicles listed as "own vehicles" shall be members of the association and shall provide their written, notarized consent to the association for the use of their vehicles for transporting food grains in the district for which the tender is filed. For hired vehicles, the association shall submit notarized hire agreements.
D. If any person, firm, or company who has been blacklisted filed a tender in a benami name, the tender will be summarily rejected apart from forfeiture of EMD furnished. If it comes to notice after award of contract also, the contract shall be terminated and the contractor shall be black-listed for two years apart from forfeiture of Security deposit/BG etc.
E. Bidders are not entitled to utilize the trucks of the Rice Millers/ Rice Millers Associations. In other words, they should not use vehicles of the Rice Millers/Associations under any circumstances.
F. Employees of the procuring agencies (Karnataka Food and Civil Supplies Corporation Ltd, Karnataka State Agricultural Marketing Board, Karnataka State Co-operative Marketing Federation) and their family members are prohibited from participating in the tender.
G. If any certificates submitted by the bidder are found to be fraudulent at any point, KFCSC reserves the right to terminate the contract, initiate criminal proceedings against the bidder, and the contractor shall be blacklisted for a period of 2 years and his security deposit shall be forfeited/ Bank guarantee shall be invoked..
H. If the bidder's own/hired truck is found to be involved in activities violating the Essential Commodities Act, 1955, or similar regulations, KFCSC reserves the right to terminate the contract immediately and take criminal action against the transport contractor and the contractor shall be blacklisted for a period of 2 years and his security deposit shall be forfeited/ Bank guarantee shall be invoked.
I. Tenderer whose Earnest Money Deposit and/or Security Deposit has been forfeited by KFCSC/Food Corporation of India/Department of Food and Public Distribution under Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution / Department of Expenditure under Ministry of Finance during the last two years, will be ineligible
J. A Hindu Undivided Family (either as a proprietor or partner of a firm) shall not be entitled to apply for tender. Any tender submitted in the capacity of Hindu Undivided Family (either as a proprietor or partner of a firm) shall be summarily rejected

6. Clarification &Amendments to Tender Documents:

B. KFCSC reserves the right to modify the tender document at any time prior to the bid due date, whether on its own initiative or in response to a clarification sought by any bidder, through the issuance of one or more addendum/corrigendum.
C. Any addendum/corrigendum issued will be posted on the E-procurement portal website and shall be binding on all bidders.
D. To allow prospective bidders to consider the addendum/corrigendum or for any other reasons, KFCSC may, at its discretion, extend the proposal submission due date.

7. Opening of tenders:

iv. A Resolution of the Board of Directors authorizing the signatory to sign the bid, as applicable, shall be uploaded. The Technical Bid shall also be accompanied by documentary proof of the remittance of the required EMD through the prescribed mode as specified in the bid document.
v. “Bidders shall furnish EMD separately for each district as per Annexure-I and the Technical Bid shall also be accompanied by documentary proof of the remittance of the required EMD through the prescribed mode as specified in the bid document.”
vi. C. The Security Deposit submitted by the tenderer shall be governed by the terms and conditions outlined in the bid document. KFCSC shall not be liable to pay any interest on the Security Deposit under any circumstances.
D. If, after acceptance of the tender, the tenderer fails to furnish the Security Deposit within the stipulated time, the contract will be immediately terminated. The Earnest Money will be forfeited, and KFCSC will appoint another contractor. Any losses or damages suffered by the Corporation due to the contractor's failure will be recovered from the tenderer, in addition to any other legal remedies available to KFCSC. Furthermore, the contractor will be debarred from participating in future tenders for a period of two years. After this period, the contractor may be permitted to participate in tenders, provided all dues have been settled, and there are no disputes pending.
E. The Security Deposit will be refunded to the contractor upon satisfactory completion of the contract, and submission of a 'No Due Certificate' from the concerned District Manager. However, deductions may be made from the Security Deposit to cover any claims the Corporation may have against the contractor. No interest shall be paid on the Security Deposit during the contract period.
13. TERMS FOR MICRO & SMALL ENTERPRISES
A. Tender document cost will not be charged from Micro & Small enterprises (MSEs).
B. Micro & Small enterprises (MSEs) will be exempted from payment of Earnest Money Deposit (EMD).
C. The Purchase preference as stipulated in MSME policy notification of GoI dated 23.03.2012 and any other notification issued thereafter shall be provided. 
D. MSEs must indicate their registration number and date of their MSE registration, which should be valid as on last date of submission of tender. MSEs seeking exemption and benefits should upload an attested/self-certified copy of valid registration certificate i.e. Udyam Registration Certificate, giving details such as stores / services etc. failing which they run the risk of their bid being passed over as ineligible for the benefits applicable to MSEs.
E. In case the MSE does not fulfil the criteria at Sr. No. D above, such offers will not be considered for benefits detailed in MSE notification of Government of India dated 23.03.2012 and any other notification issued thereafter. Bidder must upload scanned copies of above referred documents in support of their eligibility of bid. In the event of any document found fabricated/ forged/ tampered/ altered/ manipulated during verification, the Tenderer will be liable for any loss suffered by the corporation and he/ they himself/themselves would disqualify for future participation in the tenders of KFCSC works for the next Two years.
F. If after award of contract, MSME resiles to accept the offer then Corporation reserves the right to debar the party for two years along with taking other actions allowed under different clauses and it may also take-up with MSME Authorities for cancellation of their License. 
14. LETTER OF ACCEPTANCE (LOA):-

A. The final acceptance of the tender is solely at the discretion of KFCSCL, which reserves the right to accept or reject any or all tenders, in whole or in part. Following acceptance by KFCSCL, the Bidder shall not have the right to withdraw their tender.

B. Upon acceptance of the tender, KFCSCL will issue a Letter of Acceptance (LOA) exclusively to the Successful Bidder.




15. WORK ORDER –FULFILMENT OF WORK WITHIN STIPULATED TIME AND PENALTY IN CASE OF FAILURE:-
A. The successful Bidder will be intimated the acceptance of his/her tender by a letter / email.
B. Successful bidders are required to execute an agreement on non-judicial stamp paper of appropriate value to fulfil the contractual obligations as outlined by KFCSCL, including the prescribed Security Deposit and Bank Guarantee, if applicable.
C. KFCSCL does not guarantee a minimum quantity of work. The Corporation reserves the right to order only the quantity deemed necessary or required, and the qualified bidder shall transport the goods as per the movement orders issued by the District Managers.
D. The Contractor shall be responsible for engaging an adequate number of transport vehicles to complete the lifting as per the movement order and within the stipulated time. If the Contractor fails to lift the stocks on any given day according to the movement instructions, the MD/Concerned District Manager of KFCSCL may, at their discretion and without terminating the contract, make alternate arrangements at the risk and cost of the defaulting contractor. This may involve departmental movement through lorries provided by the Lorry Owner’s Association or private parties, or appointing an ad-hoc contractor. The Contractor shall be liable for any additional charges, expenditures, or costs incurred by the Corporation due to such alternate arrangements. The Contractor shall not claim any financial benefit from these arrangements, and the decision of the MD, KFCSCL, shall be final and binding.
E. The Contractor shall transport Paddy from procurement centres to Rice Mills and/ or Coarse grains from Procurement Centres to State Storage points as per the movement orders issued by the Concerned District Manager. In the event of deviation from these movement instructions, transport charges will be strictly limited to those specified in the movement orders, and the Concerned District Manager may re-transport the stocks to other points at the risk and cost of the Contractor.
16. MAINTENANCE AND FURNISHING OF INFORMATION:-
i. The contractor shall furnish to the Concerned District Manager details of movement of stocks from the sources without fail, with a copy to Managing Director.
ii. The contractor shall not only maintain complete accounts but also furnish returns as and when requested by the Corporation in the proforma prescribed by the Corporation.
iii. The contractor shall produce his books and records for inspection and scrutiny by the MD, KFCSCL, or Concerned District Manager or any Officer of the Corporation.

17. CORRUPT PRACTICES:-
Any bribe, commission, or advantage offered or promised by or on behalf of the Tenderer to any officer or official of the Corporation shall (in addition to any criminal liability which the Tenderer may incur) debar his tender from being considered. Canvassing on the part of, or on behalf of, the Tenderer will also make his tender liable to rejection.
18. SAFETY OF GOODS:-
i. The Transport Contractor shall be responsible for the safety of the food grains, pulses, Coarse grains or any other commodity entrusted by Government from time to time under various schemes of Govt. of India / Govt. of Karnataka while in his custody and take all possible measures like covering the stocks after loading with his own tarpaulins, tying with ropes, covering the decks of Trucks with tarpaulins to cover  holes  and  crevices.  Failing to cover the stocks and decks of trucks, a penalty of Rs.5,000/- will be levied per each truck, in addition to recovery of damages and losses. The Transport Contractor shall be responsible for both the quantity and quality of the food grains, pulses, or any other commodity, as taken delivery by him, till they are finally delivered at the destination as per the movement orders issued by the District Manager. The Transport Contractor shall be responsible for  all  the  losses arising  in  the transportation. The value of such losses shall be recovered from the Transport contractor at the economic cost of food grains, pulses or any other commodity fixed  by  the Corporation at the time of such loss. The value of such loss shall be recovered from the Transport Contractor at single cost prevailing at the time of loss for the losses upto 0.25% of the total quantity of the stocks in each delivery order entrusted to the Transport contractor and at double the cost for the losses exceeding 0.25%.
ii. Any tampering with the quality of food grains, ( Paddy, CMR &Coarse grains) as taken delivery by the Transport Contractor during transit, the Corporation shall have absolute right to terminate the contract forthwith and forfeiture of the Security Deposit and Bank Guarantee if any. The value of such loss shall be recovered from the Transport Contractor at double the economic cost.

iii. As the Transport Contractor is responsible for safety of food grains, ( Paddy, CMR &Coarse grains) while in his custody he must take all possible measures like noting down of Engine Number, Chassis Number, Driving License No., Phone No. and the Photograph of the Driver of the  Truck engaged by him before the dispatch of the stock from the godowns in order to avoid any missing of Trucks with stocks, hijacking, etc. In the event of missing of truck, it is the responsibility of the Transport Contractor to file an FIR with respective Police Station for investigation and inform the District Manager and the Head Office within 48 hours. It is the responsibility of the Transport contractor to make good the loss to the Corporation. This loss shall be recoverable from the Transport contractor at double the economic cost of the stocks lost in the missing truck. The Transport contractor shall be liable to pay interest against the value of stocks from the date of missing of the Truck till the loss is made good to the Corporation.
19. HOLDING OR RETENTION OF STOCKS PROHIBITED:-

i. The Transport Contractor is not entitled to retain in his custody the stocks of the Corporation for any reason whatsoever and if he does so, he is liable to pay the cost as for the stocks retained by him in addition to other rights and remedies available to the Corporation. The retention of the stocks by Transport contractor is un-lawful and liable for prosecution.
ii. If the truck carrying food grains etc. does not reach the destination within reasonable time due to break down or any other reason, the Transport Contractor should inform the District Manager and nearest state wholesale depots In charge immediately. Under any circumstances trucks should not travel beyond the destination point. Any deviation in the said instructions will be treated as diversion of stocks illegally and cost of stocks will be recovered at double the economic cost apart from other penal actions for illegal diversion of stocks as per the terms of this Agreement.
iii. In the event of trucks loaded with Paddy/ Coarse Grains did not reach the designated Rice Mills/Storage Points within the reasonable time, the Transport Contractor is not entitled to any transportation charges. In such cases, the Corporation is empowered to levy and withhold the same as penalty.
iv. If the trucks carrying food grains/Paddy/Coarse Grains reaches the designated state wholesale depots with a delay of one day or more and no information is furnished by the Transport Contractor about the halting or delay it will be treated as diversion of stocks illegally and cost of stocks will be recovered at double the economic cost apart from other penal actions. In other words the eternal vigilance over movement is the primary responsibility of the Transport Contractor till the stocks reach the designated state wholesale depots .
v. In case of diversion of trucks by the Transport contractor, the Corporation is empowered to file FIR under relevant sections of IPC and Cr. P.C against the transport contractor by name as Accused No.I, his authorised business representative also be included by name as Accused No. 2 in addition to the Lorry Driver & Cleaner as accused No.3 & 4 respectively.




20. RECOVERY OF DUES:-
The Corporation shall have the right to appropriate and set off any sum of money including the Security Deposit and Bank guarantee if any and any amount payable to the contractor under this agreement or any other agreement with the Corporation against any claim by the Corporation against the contractor under any agreement. Should the above sums be not sufficient to cover the full amount of the claims, the contractor shall pay the Corporation on demand the balance amount due. Otherwise the Corporation is at liberty to recover the amount due under R.R. Act and other legal provisions

21. DAMAGE TO THIRD PARTY:
The contractor shall be solely responsible to any third party for any damage or injury caused due to the misfeasance, nonfeasance or malfeasance of the contractor.
22. FORGERY OF SIGNATURES:
The Transport Contractor or his/her/their representative should acknowledge the receipt of stocks from Procurement centres/ Rice Mills/State Storage points and the same should tally with the specimen signatures furnished to the DCSMs by the Transport contractor. If it is found that the signature is forged or signed by some other person as of the Transport contractor / representative, the agreement is liable for cancellation apart from recovery of damages from the Security Deposit and Bank Guarantee if any.
23. PAYMENT OF BILLS:

i. The Transport Contractor shall transport food grains, ( Paddy, CMR &Coarse grains) entrusted by Corporation from time to time from Procurement Centre to Rice Mills/ Storage Points within the District to various destinations as per the movement orders issued by the District Manager from time to time. In case of any deviation in movement of food-grains, pulses or any other commodity, from the movement instructions issued by District Manager, transport charges will be paid and restricted strictly as per movement instructions issued by District Manager only. District Manager is having right to re-transport stocks to the designated state wholesale depots as per movement orders at the risk and cost of the transport contractor.
ii. The Managing Director/District Manager will make payments due to the Transport contractor under this agreement  on  submission  of  bills  by  the  Transport  Contractor supported by proper consignee receipts in originals (acknowledgements from the authorized representatives of the Corporation at the receiving ends).
iii. Claims should be preferred Release Order-wise with proper consignee receipts in full shape, failing which claim will be rejected. Transport Contractor is personally held responsible for any delay in settlement of such bills Corporation will not make any compensation or interest on such bills.
iv. The transport charges will be calculated and paid on the shortest distances as Certified by the Corporation. Where two or more routes are available for the same destination the shortest route only will be approved for payment of transport charges. The decision of the Corporation shall be final and binding as to Certification of distances and approval of shortest route. The distances will be calculated from the Procurement Centre to the destination Rice Mill/ Storage Point.
v. In case of disruption of roads, collapse of bridge, etc., the Transport contractor shall obtain prior permission of the Managing Director/ District Manager concerned for transportation via diverted route i.e. the next available shortest route. The certificate to that effect has to be obtained from AE/Executive Engineer, PWD department concerned immediately and furnished to the District Manger. The diverted route shall be followed only from the date of closure till the date of opening of the bridge or route for traffic.
vi. The approved distances as on the date of agreement holds good for the entire period of agreement, unless and otherwise ordered by the Managing Director in specific cases and also based on the agreement terms and conditions only.
vii. Applicable taxes, will be deducted from the payments to the Transport contractors as per rules in force.
viii. The Corporation will not make any payment of interest on outstanding bills at any time.
ix. The payment will be made only for net weight of Food-grains,( Paddy, CMR &Coarse grains)  transported. No payment will be made for weight of bags, packing, covers etc.
x. The Transport Contractor shall claim his/her/their bills after the entire procured goods /Coarse Grains/Paddy reach state storage points/ Rice Mills respectively. 

24. RESPONSIBILITIES UNDER VARIOUS ACTS:

i. The contractor shall engage all persons employed by him as his own servants in all respects and assume responsibility under the Indian Factories Act, the Employees Compensation Act, 1923. Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Act, 1979, Employees Provident Fund Act, 1952 and other similar enactments in respect of such personnel. The contractor shall indemnify the Corporation against all claims in respect of the aforesaid personnel under the aforesaid Acts and other similar enactments in respect of such personnel.
ii. The contractor shall obtain from the Regional Provident Fund Commissioner, Karnataka, sanction for coverage of the establishment of contractor under the Employees Provident Fund Act, 1952. Even in case the number of employees is less than 20, the contractor shall obtain voluntary coverage of his establishment under the aforesaid Act. The transport contractor should furnish necessary clearance certificate from the authorities concerned. In the event of the Corporation having to pay any amount due to non-observance of the various provisions under the Act, the contractor shall be liable to reimburse the aforesaid amount to the Corporation. The contractor should furnish a declaration under the Employees Provident Fund Act, 1952, about the employees working under him along with other particulars like member-ship liability, payment registers and other documents before commencement of the work under this agreement before the Concerned District Manager concerned without fail.
iii. In the event of any lapse on the part of the contractor in this regard, the Corporation shall have absolute right to terminate the agreement at any time during the currency of the agreement besides forfeiture of Security Deposit, Bank Guarantee if any.

25. COMPLIANCE WITH DIRECTIONS:
The contractor shall comply with the directions issued from time-to-time by the Managing Director of the Corporation or the Concerned District Manager, regarding the work of the contract under this Agreement.

26. CLAIMS :
The Transport Contractor shall prefer claims, if any, in writing within three months from the date oftermination or completion of the agreement, failing which such claims shall be deemed to have been waived and absolutely barred and the Corporation shall be discharged and released of all liabilities under this agreement in respect of such claims. 


27. INFRASTRUCTURE:
One of the explicit pre-requisite for the tenderers is to have both physical infrastructure in terms of vehicles, maintenance, assured supply of fuel & lubricants etc to keep up the tempo of transportation as well as financial resources to be able to do so on his own without seeking any obligation advance from the Corporation for this purpose. The tenderers must also have the cell phone, Internet connectivity and furnish the lifting particulars by phone followed by E-mail / SMS daily.


28. OBSERVANCE OF LAW:
The contractor shall be bound by all laws, orders, etc., in force or issued by the Central or State Government from time-to-time and shall be solely liable for any penal consequences that may incur due to violation by the contractor of any law, orders, etc., in force.
29. DECLARATION OF NEAR RELATIVE :-
If the BIDDER of any employee of the BIDDER or any person acting on behalf of the BIDDER, either directly or indirectly, is a relative of any of the officers of the CORPORATION, or alternatively, if any relative of an officer of the CORPORATION has financial interest / stake in the BIDDER‟S firm, the same shall be disclosed by the BIDDER at the time of filling of tender. The term “relative” for this purpose would be as defined in Section 6 of the Companies Act 1956. 12.
30. Make In India 
The provisions of Public Procurement (Preference to Make in India), order 2017 (dated 15.06.2017) read with subsequent amendments from time to time including amendments dated 04.06.2020 and 16.09.2020 and the provisions of Rule 144(xi) of the General Financial Rules (GFRs) 2017, as amended from time to time, shall be read as a part of the present tender to the extent applicable thereto. The said 28 Order/Rule contains detailed provisions relating to policy of Govt of India to encourage „Make in India‟ and promote manufacturing and production of goods and services in India with a view to enhancing income and employment in India. The said policy provides for giving purchase preference to the local suppliers in the procurements by the Govt subject to certain terms and conditions as laid down therein.

31. FILING OF F.I.R. IN CASE OF DIVERSION OF TRUCKS:
In case of diversion of trucks by the contractor without the permission of the concerned Dist. Manager / Managing Director, the Corporation is empowered to file F.I.R. under relevant sections of I.P.C and Cr.P.C against the transport contractor by name as Accused No.1, his authorized district representative also be included by name as Accused No.2, in addition to the lorry driver and cleaner. 
In case of diversion of trucks by the Transport contractor, the Corporation is empowered to file FIR under relevant sections of IPC and Cr. P.C against the transport contractor by name as Accused No.I, his authorised business representative also be included by name as Accused No. 2 in addition to the Lorry Driver & Cleaner as accused No.3 & 4 respectively

32. FORCE MAJEURE:-
The terms and conditions hereof shall be subject to force majeure. Neither the Corporation nor the Transport Contractor shall be considered in default in the performance of their respective obligations herein above if such performance is prevented or delayed because of act of God, War, Flood, Hostilities, Revolution, Civil Commotion, Official Strike, Epidemic, Accident or Fire, or because of Law and Order Proclamation, regulation or ordinance of any Govt. of any Subdivision thereof or local authority. The Transport Contractor shall be entitled to the benefit of this clause only if he informs in writing of the circumstances amounting to force majeure to the Corporation for each consignment/ dispatch separately within 48 hours of the happening thereof by telegram and fax immediately followed by a confirmatory letter sent by Regd. Post Acknowledgment due. In the event of the Transport Contractor pleading any ground as constituting force majeure, the opinion of the management of the Corporation on that behalf alone shall prevail and, if in the opinion of the management, the grounds pleaded by the Transport Contractor do not amount to force majeure, then Transport Contractor shall not be entitled to plead the same and or claim any relief under this clause.

33. General Terms:

	Managing Director, Karnataka Food & Civil Supplies Corporation Ltd, is the Tender Accepting Authority (subject to the finalisation of the same in the State Level Committee ).


A. Definitions:
i. The term ‘Tender’ or ‘Tenderers’ shall refer to the Company, Firm, or Proprietary concern with whom the contract has been established, including their heirs, executors, administrators, successors, and associates, as applicable.
ii. The term ‘Contract’ shall encompass the bid (offer) submitted by the bidder in the prescribed bid document, including all Annexures and requisite documents, along with the acceptance of the bid communicated by the Managing Director of KFCSC for transportation for Paddy and Coarse grains.
iii. The term ‘Contract value’ shall refer to the average of past two years transportation expenditure incurred in the respective districts for carrying out transportation works from Procurement Centres to storage points/ Rice mills.
iv. Arbitration: Any disputes arising from this tender or the contract, or any matters related thereto, shall be referred to the Secretary, Food and Civil Supplies Department, Government of Karnataka, who will act as the sole arbitrator. The decision of the Secretary shall be final and binding on both parties.

B. Constitution of bidders: Bidders shall specify in the tender whether they are a Sole Proprietary Concern, a Registered Partnership Firm, a Private Limited Company, or a Public Limited Company, and shall list the names of all partners or Directors, as applicable, in the bid document. The bidder is also required to nominate and authorize an individual to actively manage and control the work related to the Contract and to maintain continuous liaison with KFCSC throughout the duration of the Contract. This nominated person will be considered as having full authority from the Bidder regarding the Contract, and their actions will be binding on the Bidder. In the event of the Contractor's demise due to unforeseen circumstances after the successful completion of the Contract, payments will be made to the nominated person.

C. Subletting: The Bidder shall not sublet, transfer, or assign the Contract or any part thereof. However, the Bidder may engage or associate other agencies for manpower but shall remain fully responsible and accountable for any actions of such associates. In the event that subletting of the Contract is discovered, KFCSC reserves the right to terminate the Contract and pursue legal action against the Bidder.

D. Liability for Personnel:

i. All individuals employed by the contractor shall be considered as the contractor’s own employees/workers in all respects, with all rights and liabilities under the relevant laws. The contractor shall indemnify KFCSC against any claims related to its personnel under the Employees Compensation Act, 1923 or any statutory implications thereof, for damages or compensation resulting from any accidents or injuries sustained by any workers or other individuals, whether employed by the Bidder or not.
ii. While performing the Services and fulfilling obligations under this agreement, the successful Bidder shall engage persons/labourers as their own employees in all respects. These employees shall not be regarded as employees of KFCSC at any time. The successful Bidder shall bear full responsibility under the EPF Act, ESI Act, Employees Compensation Act,1923,  Factories Act, 1948 and other similar legislation for all such personnel. The Bidder shall keep KFCSC fully indemnified against all claims and proceedings related to their employees or others, ensuring no liability falls upon KFCSC.
iii. The contractor shall obtain sanction from the Regional Provident Fund Commissioner, Karnataka, for coverage of the establishment of contractor under the Employees Provident Fund Act,1952. Even in the case the number of employees is less than 20, the contractor shall obtain voluntary coverage of his establishment under the aforesaid act. The transport contractor should furnish necessary clearance certificate from the authorities concerned. In the event of the Corporation having to pay any amount due to non-observance of the various provisions under the Act, the contractor shall be liable to reimburse the aforesaid amount to the Corporation. The contractor should furnish a declaration under the Employees Provident Fund Act, 1952, about the employees working under him along with other particulars like membership liability, payment registers and other documents before commencement of the work under this agreement before the Concerned District Manager concerned without fail.
iv. In the event of any lapse on the part of the contractor in this regard, the Corporation shall have absolute right to terminate the contract at any time during the currency of the contract besides forfeiture of Security deposit , Bank guarantee if any.  

E. Compliance of Laws: The Bidder shall comply with all applicable Rules, Regulations, Enactments, Orders, and Instructions prevailing within the territory of India, including any amendments thereto, as they pertain to the Contract.

F. Period of Contract:
The Contract shall remain in force for a period of two years (i.e for KMS 2024-25 and 2025-26) from the date of acceptance letter or such later date as may be determined by the Managing Director of the procuring agency or until the procured quantity of food grains( Paddy, CMR &Coarse grains)  is fully Transported from procurement centres to Rice Mills/ State Storage points, whichever is later. The Contract shall be considered to commence from the date of appointment or such later date as may be determined by the Managing Director of the procuring agency, under the same terms and conditions.

The Managing Director of KFCSC reserves the right to terminate the Contract at any time during its term without providing reasons, by giving seven days' written notice to the contractor at the notified address. The contractor shall not be entitled to any compensation for such termination. The decision of the Managing Director, KFCSC, under this clause shall be final, conclusive, and binding on the contractor.
G. Termination of Contract:
i. If the successful bidder fails to execute transportation work after the issuance of the work order, the bidder’s Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) and Security Deposit shall be forfeited and Bank Guarantee shall be invoked. Additionally, the bidder shall be blacklisted for two years, and information regarding this action shall be communicated to the relevant Government Departments.
ii. The contractors are required to execute an agreement on Stamp Paper of appropriate value for the transportation of the required stocks of MSP Paddy/Coarse Grains. If the contractor fails to fulfil their duties promptly and sincerely, any losses incurred due to negligence of the contractor will be recovered from the contractor’s transport bills or from the Security Deposit/Bank Guarantee.
iii. If the work performance is deemed unsatisfactory, as reported by the District Task Force Committee/ District Manager, KFCSC, the Managing Director, KFCSC reserves the right to have the work completed by alternate means. The Procuring Agency retains the right to recover any losses or differences in cost resulting from the contractor's negligence.
iv. The Procuring Agency may, without prejudice to any other remedies for breach of contract, terminate the Contract in whole or in part by providing written notice of default to the contractor at the risk and cost of the contractor.
H. Breach of contract shall include, but shall not be limited to the following:
a) If the contractor stops providing services for two consecutive days without authorization from the Corporation and, or
b) If the contractor fails to fulfil any other obligation(s) under the Contract, 
(Or)
c) If the contractor goes bankrupt or enters liquidation, 
 KFCSC reserves the right to terminate the Contract at the risk and costs of the contractors, for reasons including, but not limited to, quality of services, reduction in service requirements, or any other reasons deemed appropriate. Upon termination, the contractor shall immediately cease all services.
In the event of contract termination, either in whole or in part, as per the tender terms and Conditions, KFCSC may procure similar services from alternative sources on terms it considers appropriate at the risk and cost of the Contractor. The contractor shall be held liable for any excess costs incurred by the procuring agency in securing these replacement services. Further KFCSC reserves the right to forfeit the Security Deposit, Bank Guarantee submitted by the Contractor.

I. Other terms:
